
 
 

SEARCHING FOR CLASSES IN myWCU 
 

Search Class Schedule is used to identify the courses being offered at West Chester University during the 

specified term and the current status of each course (open, closed, wait list). The class search is available 

to students and the public. The following tips were designed to assist you in the class search process.  

Searching for Classes through the “Search Class Schedule” link 
 Current students can navigate to myWCU: https://my.wcupa.edu 

o Click on the “Search Class Schedule” link, located under “Academic Information”.

Be sure this box is unchecked. 

To further refine your search by class 

days/times, instructor, or if the class is online or

 Click on the Class or Section hyperlink to view the Class Details.  

  

A summary of your search criteria 

is provided on the results page.  

Cap Enrl refers to the 
maximum enrollment allowed.  

Tot Enrl refers to the number 
of students currently enrolled.  

Wait Cap refers to the maximum number of 
students that may waitlist the course.  

Wait Tot refers to the number of students 
currently on the waitlist.  

Courses are classified as In Person or Distance Learning. 

This 4-digit class number may be used to quickly add 

classes to your Tentative Classes list. 



 
 

 

 

Be sure to verify 

the Location. 

This is 

particularly 

important for 

courses where 

Room is listed as 

TBA.  

Identifies the number of seats in a course that have been reserved for a particular group of 

students. For example, this section is reserving 25 of the 35 seats for business majors; which 

means, only 10 non-business majors may enroll into this course.   

Specifies which 

general education 

requirements the 

course fulfills.  
Ensure you have 

satisfied the required 

prerequisites; if 

requirements have 

not been met 

enrollment will be 

blocked.
