WCU Admissions Policy

The Office of Admissions at West Chester Univer-
sity completes a preliminary evaluation of applica-
tions once all information has been received and
processed. Every application is reviewed individually
and each aspect of a student’s file is considered:
academic record, standardized test scores, personal
statement, and selected program of study.

The admissions committee prioritizes applicants
with the strongest academic credentials during the
review process and notifies them of its decision as
quickly as possible upon the completion of their file.
Other candidates may be required to submit addi-
tional information or will be referred to the commit-
tee for a second review.

Applying to WCU is easy. Simply complete the online
application, pay the application fee, and submit a
personal statement. All applicants also are required
to submit their official high school transcript and
SAT/ACT scores.

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Merit Scholarships

Incoming freshman scholarship recipients are
selected by a committee of University admin-
istrators. Students admitted to the University
with a minimum combined SAT score of 1200
or better (critical reading and math) and ranked
in the top 20% of their high school class will be
mailed a scholarship application. Students with
a combined SAT score of 1150 may be consid-
ered if they rank in the top 15% of their class.
Applicants who meet the academic criteria for
scholarship consideration are encouraged to ap-
ply early in the fall of their senior year.
